Heavy multi layered paint:  90 minutes – overnight 
Two pack lacquer:  30 minutes – 4 hours 
Graffiti:    5 minutes – 4 hours 
Times are dependent on number of coating layers, and therefore may be longer than stated. 
 
PACKAGING 

Centrecoat ProStrip is a single pack product. 
Supplied in 1, 5 and 25 litre containers. 
Store between 5 and 25°C. 
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
